I have to admit that I wasn't really looking forward to
reading this book which was given to me as a gift.
Although I waited for the perfect time to read it, it isn't my
usual taste. We need that sometimes, though. When I
belonged to a book club, I read a lot of things that I really
enjoyed but otherwise never would have picked up at a
bookstore.
